History knowledge and skills will include:

As historians we will:
e Learn about the life of Queen Victorian and the changes she made to Britain.
e Research a number of Key historical figures from the Victorian period.
e Explore the differences between life today and in the Victorian period.

We are geographers
Geography knowledge and skills will include:
e Name and locate counties and cities in the UK and European cities, focusing upon the capital city
of London.
e Identify the human and physical characteristics of Britain and how these have changes over time.
e Recognise key landmarks within our capital city.

We are scientists
Science knowledge and skills will include:
e Identify how sounds are made and how they travel.
e Create an electrical circuit — understanding what a switch, buzzer and insulator are.
e Learn about famous scientists from the Victorian period and understand what a micro-organism
is.
